Title: Are Bacteria Found In Milk
Purpose/Problem: Are bacteria found in milk?

Hypothesis:  If bacteria are found in milk, then (finish the hypothesis)  

Materials/Supplies:

Whole Milk, 4 see through containers with lids, masking tape, pen/pencil, beaker for measurement
Procedure:
